


LEARNING RESOURCE CENTRE POLICY
Rationale:
The L.R.C. is at the centre of the School’s resources for learning.  Working in partnership with all departments, it supports the School’s aims and objectives in seeking to provide opportunities to help every student reach his/her full potential in a positive learning environment.

Purposes:
To support and enhance the delivery of the broad curriculum of the school.


To encourage students to take an active part in their own learning.



To promote fuller integration of the L.R.C. into the established teaching and learning methods of the school.



To establish an atmosphere which encourages students and staff to pursue educational needs.



To encourage and develop independent recreational reading.



To promote, for staff and students, effective use of resources for knowledge and enjoyment.


To provide opportunities to develop Information Handling skills.


To encourage students to use IT resources.

Guidelines:
The L.R.C. will be actively managed through appropriate policy documents, budget and evaluation procedures, review and assessment.



The L.R.C. will forge closer links with departments through the development of a resources group which will ensure that resources meet the needs of the curriculum.



The L.R.C. will participate in the development of a cross-curricular Information Skills policy which meets National Curriculum requirements.



The L.R.C. will continue to make use of the services offered by E.L.S.



The L.R.C. will seek to increase its range of IT resources.


The L.R.C. will maintain a range of up-to-date resources available to staff and appropriate for all students across the ability range.



Use of existing resources and facilities will be monitored by the Clerical Assistant in charge of the L.R.C..



A centralised catalogue of resources will be available in the L.R.C. for the use of staff and students.


The L.R.C. Handbook will increase student and staff awareness of the facilities, resources and operating practices of the School L.R.C..


The L.R.C. will seek to implement appropriate strategies for achieving optimum use of, and accessibility to, the L.R.C..



The ethos of the L.R.C. will be enhanced through effective use of display areas.


Wider use of the L.R.C. will be promoted through planned extra curricular activities.


Student participation in the running of the school L.R.C. will be achieved through the appointment of L.R.C. monitors.
