· attend Parents’ Evenings and other discussions as necessary;
· recognise the importance of the Student Diary as a source of information about School policies and procedures and a means of communication.  Accordingly, Parents will regularly refer to, use, inspect and sign the Diary;
· support the School’s policies as published in the Student Diary and elsewhere and will seek further information about policy and procedure if/when in doubt.
